Lesson 11 – Industrialised medicine

Have vaccination pictures, glue & period cards laid out as students enter.

1000: Period cards on desk as students enter – students put them in order while waiting for others to arrive. 

· Period cards are just 8 cards listing the main periods we look at – students put them in order at the start of every unit

· With students still standing behind desks (my routine), I ask one half of each pair that sit together to tell me the right period (going through them in order), and the other partner to answer a question on that period. If right they sit down.

1005: Have vaccination pic on board (‘The curse of humankind’) and students also have copies on their desk. They glue them in & have to mind map any existing knowledge about the period of the Industrial Revolution around it: 

· At the start of every unit we mind map around a picture that I think sums up the period in this way (e.g. ‘the curse of humankind’ shows smallpox, vaccination etc and also represents new ideas & resistance to change)
· Students also include any points on their mind maps that they can work out from the picture

Feedback on mind map on board & go over lesson aims & what exactly smallpox is (with pictures of smallpox pics to show horror of the disease and significance of eradicating it).

1015: Hand out card sort materials and students work in pairs to categorise them however they see fit:

· If students finish early, encourage them to further break down the categories if possible 
· Ext: add main categories to mind map then start to expand on the points with extra detail

1025: Feedback main points as class, adding them to the mind map from earlier:

· Which categories did you come up with? What names to give them? How to explain/support them?

· Which clues didn’t fit into any category? (shows how important it is in history to evaluate evidence and know which are the key facts to pick out)
· Who was responsible for vaccination, what was used before etc – basic understanding Qs

· How did his ideas spread? (e.g. govt)

· What impact did his ideas have? (were they accepted by all?)

· How valuable was his contribution? (e.g. didn’t really know how he did it!)
Return to LOs & students put together a flow diagram of the 5 key events (in their view) that show the story of vaccination. This is used to assess understanding of the 1st LO – then feedback on board, picking on random ppl.

1040: Return to source from starter:

· Tell students they now have all the info they need to understand it

· Firstly, let students have paired discussion for a minute to see if they can work out meaning of source

· Feedback and pick up on details in the source: e.g. significance of woman appealing for help in the middle of the picture, artist’s opinion, what is the curse of humankind (smallpox or a wider conservatism?), what evidence is there in the pic of progress vs regress generally, how does it represent the Industrial Rev as a whole etc. 

· Pick on random students  to sum up source in their own words, then use thumbometer to see how confident students would now be on answering a source question about the picture
1050: Review LOs & question students (basic recall) before leaving.

Ext: 3 most important points from the lesson, with students collecting points from other ppl.

Lead into next week = why opposition to vaccination?
