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	Public Health in the Industrial Revolution

Mr Moorhouse and Mr Liston will briefly outline the aims and objectives of this session – 3 minutes
· To create a script for a 15 minute long radio programme

· To develop a detailed understanding of the issues surrounding Public health in the Nineteenth century

· To develop an understanding of the way in which historical content can be used by media organisations

Living Timeline exercise – 10 minutes
It is important that everybody in the room, including staff, are aware of the historical content that could / should be covered as a balanced account can only be created for the radio programme if everyone is aware of the way in which some of these events are linked. This short exercise provides an overview of the main events, people and issues that need to be tackled. 

What makes a good radio documentary? 5 minutes
Input from Gail and the specialists from TASC. 

Working in groups – 40 minutes

Each group will be allocated on area of public health to work on:

1. Cholera

2. Housing 

3. The Health of Children

4. Local and Central Government

5. Reformers and pressure groups

Use the information on http://www.schoolshistory.org.uk/publichealth/ to research your specified area. 

Your task is to write a 90 second long overview of the events. 

No group can have more than 4 members. Roles within the groups need to be allocated (it is possible for one person to have 2 of these roles, ie the timekeeper could also be the presenter etc.)

· Timekeeper 

· Researcher

· Resources manager

· Editor / Writer

· Presenter(s)

· Spokesperson

Process:

· Use the website to research

· Select source material to add validity to your thoughts

· Write and edit your account

· Ask for specialist advice on how to best tackle the topic – you can ask up to 3 times for advice

· Check that your account is accurate and balanced

Group reviews – 20 minutes
Each group presents its script – recorded?
Group comments on how it tackled the process and offers a brief self-evaluation of how well they have done so far. 

Feedback from other groups and from specialists. 

Introduction to second section – 10 minutes

The first half has provided a balanced documentary style overview of the content, pupils have expressed a wish to incorporate other styles into the radio programme in order to make the show more interesting and appealing to young people. 

Introduce the guidelines for this section – ‘balanced and objective’ must be adhered to no matter what the style! 

Research and planning. 30 minutes – to break time. 

90 seconds of ‘air time’ per group. 

Options

You mentioned a range of ideas, including:

- a rap about public health
- comedy sketch with someone acting as a woolcomber
- radio sketch in the style of Little Britain
- quiz with answers including (or addressing?) many misconceptions about diseases such as cholera
- Interviewing celebrities from the time
- Turn the disease into a person and interview the disease
- Special effects such as blood splattering, buboes popping and people dying
- Rap / Song - quick, funny and fact based
- Debate
- Mini role-play
- Song about cholera
- Play
- News bulletin
- Adverts
- Phone in

Remember – you can do more than one thing in your 90 seconds. So you could, for example, create an advert for a Cholera cure (Sponging vinegar onto oneself at bedtime was advertised in the 1830’s as a potential cure… oddly, it didn’t work) and you could then have a news headline about the return of Cholera… 

Return from break – 5 minutes
Input from specialists –5 minutes? 

Comments on ideas that pupils have, methods of developing ideas and examples of alternatives? 

Continue planning and preparation. – 20 minutes

Process

· Write draft of sketch / song using your plan

· Practice

· Edit based on feedback from specialists and your self evaluation

Present sketches – 20 minutes
Each group presents its script – recorded?
Group comments on how it tackled the process and offers a brief self-evaluation of how well they have done so far. 

Feedback from other groups and from specialists.
